2010 REFRESHER TEST

1. U2 is in the B position with R1 on first base.  Following a close play at 2nd base in which R1 is called out, the 1st Base coach who is an assistant, comes running onto the field to argue the call.  U2 restricts the 1st Base coach and the head coach to the bench for the remainder of the game.


2. R1 is on 1st base.  B2 hits a foul fly ball outside of first base.  The 1st Base coach interferes with F3’s attempt to field the ball.  Umpire rules B2 out.



3. R1 on third base interferes with F5’s attempt to field B2’s foul fly ball outside third base.  
Umpire rules B2 out.


4. Upon inspection of the field, the umpires notice that the team bench areas are extremely small.  The umpires notify both teams that they may extend the area adjacent to their bench nearer to home plate as the bench area.


5. Umpires must all wear charcoal gray pants. 


6. U1 and U2 arrive at the game site at 3:30 for a 4PM game.  At 3:50 there is lightning.  They begin the game on time. 


7. With R1 on 2nd Base, B2’s line drive deflects off of F1’s glove and then R1, who is off the base, before being caught in flight by F6.  Umpire rules B2 and R1 out.


8. With runners on 1st and 2nd base and no outs, B3’s attempted bunt is popped high in the air in fair territory near home plate.  F2 catches the ball in flight.  U1 rules infield fly rule and declares B3 out.


9. F9 attempts to catch B2’s fly ball along the right field foul line.  F9 has both feet in foul territory and reaches back into fair territory when the ball deflects off his glove and lands in fair territory.  Umpire rules fair ball.

10.
The time of the pitch in the set position is when the pitcher starts any movement with his arms and/or legs 
after coming to a complete and discernible stop.


11.
R1 on 1st base is stealing on the pitch.  F3 picks up B2’s ground ball and throws to 2nd base but R1 is already 
past 2nd but missed the base.  F6 steps on 2nd and throws to first.  
Umpire rules a double play.

12.
Base runners are never required to slide.

13. 
F4 is on his knees when R2 dives over F4 and avoids the tag.  Umpire calls R2 safe.

14.
Jones is removed as pitcher in the 4th inning but stays in the game to play in the field.  Later that inning 
the coach wants to put Jones back in to pitch.  Umpire allows this.


15.
The coach of team A has been restricted to the dugout for the remainder of the game.  He requests a defensive 
conference at the dugout with his pitcher.  Umpire does not allow this.

16
F8’s throw to F5 strikes the 3rd base coach in the coaching box.  F5 picks up the ball and throws home to 
retire R3.  Umpire rules the ball dead for striking the coach and awards R3 home.

17.
The outfield is playing shallow.  The bases are loaded with one out.  B4’s fly ball is caught by F7 on the 
infield dirt after calling off F6 who could have caught the ball with ordinary effort.  Umpire does not 
call infield fly because it was caught by F7.

18.
B1 bats in B9’s place in the batting order.  Batters 2, 3 &4 follow B1 before the defense catches the 
infraction.  Umpire rules B5 the next legal batter.

19.
The time of the pitch in the windup position is determined by the pitchers hand positions when he steps 
onto the rubber, then the first movement of arm(s) or leg(s).

20.
Runners on 1st & 2nd less than 2 outs.  B3’s pop-up lands untouched in foul territory and rolls fair while 
within the reach of F3.   Umpire rules infield fly.

21.
With runners on 1st and 2nd, F1’s pitch deflects off F2’s shin guard and is at rest.  F2 accidentally kicks the    
ball into dead ball territory in his attempt to pick it up.  Umpire awards the base runners one base each. 

22.
F1 is on the rubber in the set position with runners on base.  After receiving the sign from the catcher, he 
moves his arms then stops before he brings his hands together because he is confused with the sign the 
catcher just gave him.  Umpire allows the pitcher to reset.



23.
R1 on first 1 out. There are 2 strikes on B4.  He swings at the next pitch and misses but the pitch hits him.  R1 
is running on the pitch, F2 overthrows 2nd base and R1 advances to third.  Umpire calls B4 out and leaves R1 
on third.

24.
R1, R2, & R3 are on third, second and first respectively, full count, 2 outs.  F1 takes a full windup and the 
runners run.  R3 is well beyond 2nd base when B6’s ground ball to F6 is thrown into dead ball territory behind 
first base.  
Umpire allows R1, R2 & R3 to score and places B6 on 2nd base.   
25.
Gomez pinch runs for Pujols, the first baseman, in the third inning and Pujols returns to his position in the 4th 
inning.  The umpire allows Gomez to courtesy run for Carpenter, the pitcher, in the sixth inning.
 

26.
Gomez courtesy runs for Molina, the catcher, in the 2nd inning.  In the 5th inning the coach wants Gomez to be 
the courtesy runner for Viola, the pitcher.  Umpire does not allow this.
 

27.
With R2 at first, B5 hits into a double play.  Following the play but before a pitch is thrown to the next batter, 
the umpire discovers that B5 used an illegal bat.  He declares B5 out and places R2 back at first base.  

28.
When there is a batting out of order infraction the proper batter is the player called out.  
29.
B2 hits the ball down the left field corner and takes a very deep wide turn around first base and is on the 
infield dirt near the outfield grass between 1st & 2nd base when he is caught in a rundown.  B2 eventually 
slides safely into 2nd base.  The defensive coach argues that the runner should be called out for being out of 
the base path.  The umpire disagrees and leaves B2 at 2nd. 
30.
Jackson is the DH for Doyle the shortstop.  In the 4th inning, Peters replaces Doyle at short.  Jackson 
gets a 
hit and Washington pinch runs for Jackson.  The next time the DH position comes up in the 
order, 
Washington hits and Doyle runs for Washington.  Doyle returns to play shortstop in the next inning.  The 
coach asks the umpire if Jackson can still hit for Doyle.  Umpire says no.
 

31. 
When an improper batter has completed his time at bat, any appeal must be made prior to the next 
legal/illegal pitch, play, etc.  
32.
R2 is beyond 2nd base, which he missed and B3 is between 1st & 2nd when F8’s throw goes into dead ball 
territory behind 3rd base.  Following an appeal on R2 by the defensive team, the umpire rules R2 out and 
awards B3 
third base.  
33.
With the bases loaded and no outs, the runner at first base violates the force play slide rule while advancing to 
second base.  During the play, the runner from third advanced to home.  The home plate umpire will count his 
run.



34.
Batter B1 swings and hits a pitch with his front foot half on the line and half over the line of the batters box.  
Umpire rules the batter out for being out of the batter’s box.
 

35.
A pitcher goes to his mouth with his pitching hand and, without wiping off his hand, touches the ball and then 
engages pitching plate.  Umpire rules a balk.




36.
Bases loaded one out.  B5’s fly ball to center field is caught by F7.  R3 leaves 1st base early. R1 tags up and 
scores from 3rd, R2 tags up and advances to 3rd.  The defense appeals R3 leaving early at first.  Umpire rules 
R3 out, R1’s run scores and the inning is over.

37.
R2 on 2nd base leaves early on B3’s fly ball to F9.  F9’s throw to F5 goes into dead ball territory behind 3rd 
base.  R2 attempts to retouch 2nd & 3rd bases before being awarded home.  Umpire allows this.
 

38.
The defensive team is making a pitching change.  The offensive team is occupying the 1st base dugout.  B5 
the next batter watches the new pitcher warm up from the third base on deck circle.  The umpire allows this.

39.
With the score tied in the bottom of the 7th inning, B4 hits a ball over the fence for the game winning home 
run.  On his way to first base B4 collapses with a severe leg injury preventing him from rounding the bases.  
The umpire allows a pinch runner to run for B4.

40.
With R1 on 3rd and R2 on 1st, R2 attempts to steal 2nd.  F2 is obstructed on his throw to 2nd base by the plate 
umpire.  The throw is cut off by the shortstop and relayed back to the plate to retire R1 trying to score.  
Umpire rules R1 out and leaves R2 at 2nd.


 

41.
It is permissible for the Plate Umpire to wait until the end of the half inning to record all substitutions and 
warnings
42.
Under no circumstances is a runner allowed in the Running Lane.

43.
The Base Umpire will respond, only when asked by the Plate Umpire on checked swings.

44.
No runners on base. The First Baseman is straddling the Foul Line behind First Base and drops a fly ball. 
The call of Fair / Foul is the responsibility of the Home Plate Umpire.

45.
No Runners on base. The Left Fielder attempts to catch a line drive. It is the Home Plate Umpires call for 
trap, catch / no-catch.  
46.
Angle is primary, distance is secondary.  
47.
A Runner is on First Base and the Base Umpire is in the “B” position. The Batter hits an apparent Double 
Play ground ball. It is the Plate Umpires responsibility to rule on runner 
interference at 2nd Base.
48.
Runners on 1st & 2nd, 1 out. The Base Umpire will position himself in the “B” Position (within the infield,     .  
half the distance between the Pitcher’s Rubber and 1st Base and half the distance between the Pitcher’s 
               Rubber and 2nd Base) to be closer to 1st Base to call the back end of a potential Double Play
49.
Either Umpire can make a Dead Ball live.   

50.
Runners on 1st and 2nd Base and 1 Out. The Base Umpire is in the “C” Position. The Base Umpire is 
responsible for balls hit in the “V or W”; the area from the Left Fielder straight in or straight back to the 
Right Fielder straight in and straight back.
